History Package

Background Note: This package from History is a legacy of two Program Change forms (09-084 & 09-437). 09-084 (program change to HIST) was approved last year.  09-437 is a program change for HIST that was pulled because it duplicated much of 09-084.  However, the courses below will be added to the program as indicated in 09-084 and with the catalog copy in 09-437.  
 

09-084 History Program Change– increase 300 level units from 20 to 24 (approved previously)

09-437 History Program Change to Core Requirements (Contains pertinent catalog copy)
The department determined that the UD curriculum needed the addition of another course in order to best prepare students and align with other CSU history majors.  Raising the total unit requirement for the major from 41 to 45 increased total number of units required for the degree to 120. (approved in 09-084)  

The changes requested in 09-437 list the new courses (to be approved simultaneously with this proposal) as additional options within the pathways.  These new course do not add to the total units required for the degree they just allow for greater variety.  The courses have been previously offered as special topics courses with sustainable enrollment.

10-088 HIST 329 New Course Proposal:  Imperial China
Has been offered 3 times as a special topic with enrollment varying between 14 and 24.  The recommended (not enforced) prerequisite (HIST 210) is already a requirement for the major.

10-089 HIST 349 Renaissance and Reformation
Has been offered 3 times as a special topic with enrollment varying between 21 and 27.  The recommended (not enforced) prerequisite (HIST 210) is already a requirement for the major.

Has been offered twice as a special topic with enrollment varying between 20 and 29.  The recommended (not enforced) prerequisite (HIST 210) is already a requirement for the major.

 10-094 HIST 394 History Conference
New course proposal:  
Allows for students to create and present an original research paper in a conference setting here at HSU.  Preliminary meeting, full conference attendance and research and writing required.  This has been offered as a special topic with enrollment of 10, 17, 30 and 14 four spring terms in a row.  Although not a program requirement, the department feels that this is a good way for students who are working on other research papers to get feedback and to hone presentation skills. Also, the experience will supply students with professional experience in the field.

4.  AMP Curriculum Proposals
11-044:  Ethics and Values Minor Program Change
Remove PHIL 106 Moral Controversies from requirements and move it to list of electives

Replace it with “one lower or upper division elective in Philosophy” giving students greater flexibility in completing the minor.  

This change is in response to low graduation rates for this minor.  Graduation rates will continue to be monitored through the PREP process;  if this change does not result in a higher grad rate for the minor, additional changes will be recommended as part of the PREP review.  – recommend approve

11-042:  Economic Education Certificate Program Change Remove ECON 331 from the list of electives because ECON 331 has been suspended.  In its place, add ECON 305, which is a relatively new ECON course (added since the last revision of the Certificate requirements).   – recommend approve

10-095 Suspend Theater MA  The department recommends the suspension.  Faculty retirements and the need to maintain certain class sizes have reduced the quality of the program to the point that the department recommends suspending it (with hopes that it can be revived in the future).  The department has planned to enable current students to complete their degree. – recommend approve
